To DTE and the DTE Advanced Metering Team:

This letter is in response to your correspondence dated ________ announcing the new “opt-out” program DTE has established with respect to advanced electric meters. 
While I object to the installation of smart meters throughout our country, I am nonetheless at this point willing to pay your opt-fees so that I may retain my health. However, I cannot retain that health if your radio-off advanced meter is installed on my home.

I will pay your opt-out fees. I will not allow the installation of a smart meter on my home, whether or not the radiofrequency has been disabled.While DTE claims that the smart meter does not have any adverse health effects, I remain unconvinced. The data you rely on is outdated and industry-generated. Truly independent scientific studies point convincingly to the health risks of pulsed electromagnetic fields and radiofrequency emissions. Moreover, I know plenty of people whose health has been adversely affected by your smart meters. I do not wish to compromise my health or that of my family and pets in order to further your bottom line.
Since DTE is so certain that the smart meter and the nontransmitting meter do not cause health risks to current customers, and will not cause them in the future, it seems that the prudent thing for DTE to do to allay concern is to issue a written statement guaranteeing that DTE will cover any health-related costs that result from smart meter installation throughout DTE’s service area and that DTE will cover any health-related costs that result from the installation of smart meters or nontransmitting smart meters on customer homes and businesses. In addition, since DTE is so certain that smart meters are not a fire hazard and do not cause short circuits in the home, DTE should also allay concerns by guaranteeing to cover any damage to personal property resulting from advanced meter installation.

Please also note that the DTE tariff, MPSC regulations, and state law all give you the right to install a meter as that term is defined under law.  The advanced meter you propose to install, radio on or radio off, is not included in that definition.  The definition of meter does not encompass a surveillance device or a device that may be injurious to health. 
 For all of the reasons above, I must have my  electricity and gas usage monitored by an analog meter or another meter that does not generate voltage transients and harmonics, transmit wirelessly, and have an antenna (whether or not the radio is disabled).

Given these objections, I expect a written reply to this correspondence.

Any retaliatory action by your company, including termination of electrical service, will result in my bringing or joining a lawsuit in defense of my rights as a utility customer.
I reserve the right to contest all aspects of the opt-out program. This letter does not waive any rights or arguments I may bring in court.
